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Mount Eliza

Mount Eliza is located approximately 45 kilometres (straight line distance) south of Melbourne’s Central
Business District. Located within the municipality of Mornington Peninsula Shire, Mount Eliza is a seaside
town with several beaches and bays.

The main waterways though Mount Eliza are Kackeraboite Creek, Ballar Creek, Earimil Creek and Gunyong
Creek.

Kackeraboite Creek receives several streams while flowing north across Mount Eliza, crossing the Nepean
Highway before following the City of Frankston/ Mornington Peninsula border to discharge into Port Phillip
Bay.

Ballar Creek flows north from Mount Eliza Tennis and Bowls Club and continues through residential areas
between Canadian Bay Road and Glen Shian Lane before discharging to Port Phillip Bay at Canadian Bay Boat
Club.

Earimil Creek crosses under the Nepean Highway and flows north through the Jessie White and Earmil Creek
Bushland reserves before discharging into Port Phillip Bay at the lookout at the end of Earimil Drive.

Gunyong Creek begins at Nepean Highway opposite Tower Road and flow north through rural land, discharging
into Port Phillip Bay south of Moondah Beach.
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The map below shows the probable flooding in a 1% flood in Mount Eliza. A 1% flood means there is a 1%
chance of a flood this size occurring in any year. This map represents one of many possible flooding
scenarios in Mount Eliza.

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Are you at risk of flood?

There are no retarding basins in Mount Eliza, though there are two reserves that may act as retarding
basins in short duration, high intensity rainfall events located at Earimil Creek Reserve and Jessie
White Reserve. No formal Pumping Stations, Levees or Weirs exist around Mount Eliza in Mornington
Peninsula.

Community infrastructure likely to be flooded during an 20% AEP (20-year ARI) is The Peninsula School
Kindergarten at Wooralla Drive and outdoor recreation areas. No major isolation risks exist for areas around
Mount Eliza. Some localised short-duration isolation may occur due to flash flooding. Flash flooding occurs
when soil absorption, runoff or drainage cannot adequately disperse intense rainfall, and is usually caused by
slow-moving thunderstorms. Flash flooding can occur quickly due to heavy rainfall making it difficult to predict
and provide advanced warning. You may not receive a warning in relation to a flash flood event.

The following roads are subject to closure during flooding around Mornington within a 1% AEP (100yr ARI)
event:

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Flood warnings and

emergency checklist

A Flood Watch means there is a developing weather pattern that might cause floods in one or two days. This

service covers the whole state.

A Flood Warning means flooding is about to happen or is already happening. There are minor, moderate and
major flood warnings. This service is only available where flood warning systems are in place.

Severe Thunderstorm Warnings
Thunderstorms are classified as severe when there is potential to cause significant localised damage through
wind gusts, large hail, tornadoes or flash flooding. Severe Thunderstorm Warnings are issued to the

community by BoM.

Severe Weather Warnings

These warnings are issued to the community by BoM when severe weather is expected that is not directly
related to severe thunderstorms or bushfires. Examples of severe weather include damaging winds and flash

flooding.

Flash Flooding

B Flash Flooding can occur quickly due to heavy rainfall. You may not receive an official warning.

B Stay informed- monitor weather warnings, forecasts and river levels at the BoM website and warnings

through VicEmergency.
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VICSES Warnings

VICSES utilises the VicEmergency app, website and hotline to distribute flood warnings and emergency
information in Victoria. Communities can also access this information through VICSES social media channels
and emergency broadcasters.

VICSES warnings aim to provide you with information to help you make good decisions to protect yourself and

your family. The warning level is based on severity, conditions and the likelihood that the emergency could
impact on the community.

WARNING LEVELS

EMERGENCY WARNING
You are in imminent danger and need to take action now. You will be impacted.
A Major flood warning usually fits into this category.

WATCH AND ACT
. An emergency is developing nearby. You need to take action now to protect yourself and

others. A Moderate flood warning usually fits into this category.

ADVICE

An incident is occurring or has occurred in the area. Access information and monitor
conditions. A Minor flood warning or Flood Watch usually fits into this category.

EVACUATION

If an evacuation is recommended, you will be guided to do so in the action statement in the warning.

PREPARE TO EVACUATE/ EVACUATE IMMEDIATELY
An evacuation is recommended or procedures are in place to evacuate.

ADDITIONAL MESSAGES

COMMUNITY INFORMATION

o Can be used as a notification that an incident has occurred but there is no threat to
community; or to issue a newsletter containing updates for communities affected by an
emergency.

Before Flooding

O Leaving early before flooding occurs is always the safest option. Evacuating through floodwater is very
dangerous and you may be swept away.

O Stay informed- monitor weather warnings, forecasts and river levels at the http://www.bom.gov.au and

warnings through www.emergency.vic.gov.au

Secure objects likely to float and cause damage.

Listen to the radio and check the VICSES website for information and advice.

Go over your emergency plan. Pack clothing and other extra items into your emergency kit and take

this with you if you evacuate.

During Flooding

Make sure your family members and neighbours are aware of what is happening.

Conditions change rapidly; roads and escape routes can be covered or blocked.

Put household valuables and electrical items as high as possible.

Turn off water, gas and electricity at the mains.

If you are staying in a caravan, move to higher ground before flooding begins.

Seek shelter indoors, away from floodwater.

If floodwater comes inside, move to a higher point such as a kitchen bench or second storey.
Stay away from trees, drains, low-lying areas, creeks, canals, culverts and floodwater.

Evacuating in Flooding

O Flood water is dangerous. Never enter floodwater. It can take just 15cm of water to float a car.

O Find alternative travel routes if roads or underpasses are flooded.

[0 Be aware of driving hazards, such as mud, debris, damaged roads and fallen trees. If driving conditions
are dangerous, safely pull over away from trees, drains and floodwater.

After Flooding
O For recovery information, contact your local council, go to the VicEmergency Relief and Recovery-

[0 Have all electrical and gas equipment professionally tested before use.

[0 Stay away from damaged and flooded buildings, fallen trees and powerlines and damaged roads until
authorities advise it is safe to do so.

O Drive slowly, obey all road signs and never drive through floodwater.

O When cleaning, protect your health and safety. Wear strong boots, gloves and protective clothing and
wash your hands and clothes regularly.
